INTRODUCTIONS IN SMALL GROUP: Tell us your name and do you know why your parents gave you that
name?

HIGHS AND LOWS - Share one positive thing and one negative thing that happened this week.

CHOOSE QUESTIONS from the following
to feed the discussion on the topic:

● After Moses comes Joshua and
then the Judges. What do you know about
them? Do you know any of their names?

● Who can recite all 10
commandments?

● Focus on the 2nd Table of the
Commandments and especially 4-7.

● Do you think keeping the commandments (not doing this or that) makes you a good person? Why or why
not?

FROM THE LESSON:

● Go over and talk about some of the Judges - Deborah, Samson, Gideon, etc.

● 4th Commandment - “Honor your father and mother?” What does it mean to honor? Is this something just
for children or for adults also? Look at what Martin Luther said about this in the Small Catechism.

● Why is “You shall not kill” (5th commandment) so important? Does this commandment mean not to
murder, or is it more?

● The sixth commandment is “You shall not commit adultery.” What is adultery? Why is keeping your
promise so important?

Go over the 10 Commandments and see how many you know by heart.
